Assignment Sheet – America and the Pill
For each scheduled discussion, you’ll need to complete an assignment sheet.  You are to answer the questions by writing short paragraphs that demonstrate that you have read and critically thought about each of the readings.  It is not necessary to quote directly from the readings; you should instead paraphrase or summarize in your own words the information you wish to discuss.  The completed assignments should be typed, single-spaced, and between 1 to 2 pages in length.

1. Who were the “mothers” of the birth control pill and what roles did they play in its development?  How did the FDA approach the issue of allowing Enovid to be sold as a contraceptive?
2. What was the Population Bomb?  How did the birth control pill, racism, and the U.S. abortion debate impact the population control movement?
3. How did the birth control pill alter the sexual dynamics between men and women?  What problems plagued the development of a birth control pill for men?
4.  Did the birth control pill change unmarried women’s behavior and attitudes toward sex?  Explain.  How did access to the birth control pill change women’s relationship to religious and medical authorities?
5. According to Chapter 7 of America and the Pill, how has the long-term availability of the birth control pill impacted contraceptive safety and unmarried women’s sexual choices?
