Assignment Sheet – Race and Slavery
For each scheduled discussion, you’ll need to complete an assignment sheet.  You are to answer the questions by writing short paragraphs that demonstrate that you have read and critically thought about each of the readings.  It is not necessary to quote directly from the readings; you should instead paraphrase or summarize in your own words the information you wish to discuss.  The completed assignments should be typed, single-spaced, and between 1 to 2 pages in length.

1. What did ads for runaway slaves have in common?  Why was this information important?  According to Stephanie Camp, why were slave women more likely to be truant than attempt to run away permanently?
2. What does Camp say led slave women to go truant?  How did truancy hurt slave masters and mistresses?  What kind of punishment did truants receive?
3. According to document 2, what role did religion play in slave women’s lives?  According to document 3, how did slave masters attempt to entice slave girls into sexual relationships?  What were the disadvantages for slaves of such unions?
4. According to document 4, what kinds of evidence could be used to establish a Native American’s racial identity?  How does Tiya Miles demonstrate the malleability of Native Americans racial identity in the antebellum South?
5. What arguments are made in document 5 in support of interracial marriage?  According to Martha Hodes, what attributes could impact someone’s racial identity?  How fixed was racial identity in antebellum America?  Explain.
